VEHICLE VANDALIZED?

 

 

1.
A claim for vandalism may be payable if it occurred at quarters or on the military installation.

 

Under the provisions of Army Regulation 27-20 and DA Pamphlet 27-162, Chapter 11, we need to apply the following rules:

 

a. a.      We presume that the vandalism occurred off the installation.

 

b. b.     The claimant must prove otherwise.

 

c. c.     The claimant must prove by CLEAR AND CONVINCING EXTRINSIC EVIDENCE that the vandalism occurred at quarters or on the installation.

 

d. d.     Claimant’s uncorroborated statement is NOT sufficient.

 
2.
Examples of extrinsic evidence include:
 
a. a.      An MP report that corroborates that broken glass from the claimant’s vehicle was located in the parking lot next to the claimant’s vehicle.
 
b. b.     A statement by a disinterested third party who saw the claimant’s vehicle being vandalized.
 
c. c.     A statement by a disinterested third party who saw the claimant’s vehicle and other vehicles in the same parking lot all vandalized in the same manner.
