Marriage in Italy 
AMERICAN citizens (on active duty with the US Armed Forces) who want to get married in Vicenza, Italy will need the following:

Original or certified copies of Birth Certificates for both parties. Maiden name of mothers must appear on the documents.

If previously married, an original or certified copy of divorce decree.

Call the SETAF Legal Assistance Division at 634-7041 to arrange for the Nulla Osta (freedom to marry) to be prepared.

After you have obtained the Nulla Osta, the following must be done with the help of an interpreter.

PHONE THE PRETURA AND PREFETTURA FIRST TO MAKE AN APPOINTMENT, CURRENTLY THERE IS NO WALK IN SERVICE. 
Take two witnesses (18 years of age or older) to the Pretura, ATTO NOTORIO office. Each witness must have a valid ID and the name and place of birth written on a piece of paper. A clerk will have the Atto Notorio typed. Stop at a tobacco shop beforehand to purchase the bolli. You will need to ask when you call for the appointment for the type and denomination of the Bolli (Stamps) that you need to purchase at the tobacco shop.

If your fiance(e) is a US Citizen on active duty with the US Armed Forces, he or she must follow the same procedures 
MARRIAGE IN VICENZA 
Go to the City Hall (Municipio) located in Piazza dei Signori, with the above documentation and schedule an appointment to publish the bans of matrimony.

On the day of the appointment go to the City Hall with the Nulla Osta, the Atto Notorio and identification documents. Take two witnesses and an interpreter to fill out the paperwork to publish the banns. After the banns are posted, the waiting period is two consecutive Sundays plus four days before the ceremony can be celebrated. 

AMERICAN Citizens not on active duty with the US Armed Forces who wish to marry in Italy will have to contact the Consulate in Milan or Florence for the preparation of the documents required for marriage.
