You are being counseled as a result of your (misconduct) (unsatisfactory performance), IAW AR 635-200, paragraph 1-16.  Should your conduct continue you could be subject to administrative separation from the Army.  If you are administratively separated from the Army, you could potentially receive an Honorable, General (under honorable conditions) or Other Than Honorable (OTH) conditions.  If you receive a General (under honorable conditions) or Other Than Honorable conditions discharge, you may expect to encounter substantial prejudice in civilian life (to include loss of employment opportunities).  You may also become ineligible for some or all veterans benefits under Federal and State laws, and may be ineligible to reenlist in the Armed Forces.  An unfavorable discharge certificate is not easily recharacterized.  Only a small percentage of appeals to the Army discharge review board are successful.
